 «The Bronze Horseman» — the legendary 



monument to Peter the Great standing 

defiantly against the elements. 

 Winter Palace (the Hermitage) — the 

former imperial residence, a treasure trove of 

world art.

 Kunstkamera — Russia’s first museum, 

founded by Peter the Great himself. 

 Admiralty — its golden spire a symbol of the 

city’s maritime heritage.

 St. Isaac’s Square or Senate Square — 

perfect for capturing the cathedral or the 

Bronze Horseman. 

 Konyshennaya Square or Palace Square — 

step out to admire the Winter Palace up close.
